Recommend the use of two FLANGE BOYs in cases where the transfer of
very great force is required. Insert the second FLANGE BOY in the corres-
ponding hole of the companion flange. The force, applied will act on the

same support plate.

You will, thus, be able to apply heavy loads without risking damage to the
support plate. Due to the flange proportions, it is not possible to increase

the thickness of the support plate.

Do not load a plate on side while using great force!

Grease the threads well before using!
